Michigan’s economy is transforming to one that demands new skills, knowledge, and credentials, especially post-secondary education. Unlike in the past, Michigan workers can no longer expect to hold a family-sustaining job with only a high school diploma.





For Michigan to be successful in this changing economic climate, we must work to enhance the skills and abilities of our workers.  We must help them prepare to access emerging markets that will require at least some postsecondary education.





It is important to recognize that the financial reality for low-skilled workers, their children, and our communities are grim: 


13.3 percent of adults who have just a high school diploma or less are living in families with incomes below a living wage. 


28 percent of working poor families (24,229 families) had a parent without a high-school diploma.


11 percent of working poor families (9,518 families) had a parent who speaks English less than “very well”.





Nearly 1.15 million working adults in Michigan who have earned a GED or high school diploma, but have not entered post-secondary education, are earning at or below the state’s median wage of $15.45 per hour.  Many of these workers need stronger basic skills in order to move into higher paying employment.





Now more than ever, transformation of Michigan’s adult learning system is critical to improving workers’ abilities to succeed in the new economy.1
