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Activity 3:  Organizing Modules for Pharmacy Technician
Scenario:  The Pharmacy Technician program at your local community college is very popular because students are getting jobs very quickly after graduation.  Some are remaining at the college to pursue additional coursework in medical –related fields.  You want your students to be prepared to enter and succeed in this program.  Below is background information on the program.
Description:  The Pharmacy Technician program prepares individuals, through classroom instruction, to obtain employment in various pharmacy settings. Students will receive a certificate of completion upon satisfactorily completing all program requirements. These students will be eligible to sit for the national exam. Areas emphasized in this program include the top 200 prescribed drugs, pharmaceutical calculations, law, pharmacy tasks, IV admixtures, and chemotherapy.  The Pharmacy Technician program may be completed in one to two semesters. 
Program of Study:  To earn the certificate, students must complete:
· HEA 7625 (Medical Keyboarding):
The student will develop touch-typing skills for data entry on electronic data information processing equipment. He/she will be able to type words and numbers by touch at a straight copy speed of 35 words per minute for two minutes with no more than two (2) errors. He/she will be able to proofread typewritten copy and will become familiar with a personal computer keyboard.
· PHX 7960 (Pharmacy Technician):
The student will learn skills such as medications and appropriate dosages which are necessary to function as a technician in a pharmacy.
Prerequisites:  Students’ reading and math levels must be at a minimum of 9.0 before they can enroll in the program.

Competencies of a Pharmacy Technician:  The Pharmacy Technician must be able to:
· Receive written prescription or refill requests and verify that information is complete and accurate.

· Establish and maintain patient profiles, including lists of medications taken by individual patients.

· Maintain proper storage and security conditions for drugs.

· Answer telephones, responding to questions or requests.

· Prepack bulk medicines, fill bottles with prescribed medications, and type and affix labels.

· Mix pharmaceutical preparations according to written prescriptions.

· Clean, and help maintain, equipment and work areas, and sterilize glassware according to prescribed methods.

· Price and file prescriptions that have been filled.

· Assist customers by answering simple questions, locating items or referring them to the pharmacist for medication information.

· Receive and store incoming supplies, verify quantities against invoices, check for outdated medications in current inventory, and inform supervisors of stock needs and shortages.

Given this information, map out the modules you would develop to prepare adults functioning at a 6th grade level to prepare to enter and succeed in the Pharmacy Technician program.
