ii. Plan to format/revise content standards as a living document—Jeff McNeal and Mary Ann Thorndycraft

1. Year 0:  Launch of approved content standards

2. Year I:  Field practice of content standards …blog site to gather comments and interaction.

3. Year 2:  Committee review any changes in State and Federal regulations.  Major concerns or formal complaints (use issues) addressed.  May lead to early start of review process.

4. Year 3:  Automatic start of content standards review process.  Curriculum Task Force to set priority of review.

iii. Marketing plans--- Laura Gates, Cindy Glore, Gloria Henry, and Marilyn Reichardt

1. Group discussed the need for a marketing plan for the public (supporters, potential students, administrators, funders, etc.) as well as practitioners in the field. A newsletter could be sent to practitioners for information.

2. Suggestions by Diane Duthie:

a. MAEPD website could/should be used by practitioners for information.

b. There is a need for a marketing person/committee.

c. Newsletter idea was well received

3. Motion by Jane Rudisill 

a. An ad hoc committee, including representative Deb Hargrove (MAEPD) and Katie Wolfe (MACAE, marketing background) should be established to begin to develop a marketing plan for adult education.  This plan should target practitioners and the public at large. Other members of the committee are: Laura Gates, Cindy Glore, Gloria Henry, and Marilyn Reichardt

iv. ABE Content Standards roll out---Carole Wells, Mary Hemmen, Susan Ledy, and Lee McKenzie.

1. Recommend a Sub-committee with representatives from Curriculum Task Force and Literacy Task Force.  This committee will:

a. Look at ABE Content Standards.  Look at results of pilot.

b. Review and revise ABE Content Standards to reflect changes and/or submissions.

c. Bring to Curriculum Task Force the revisions for approval and submit to Adult Education office

d. Target:  Roll out at conference
